What is òcommunity energyó?
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Â Means, òlocally owned where one or more members of a local community have 
a direct financial stake in the project, other than through land lease or tax 
revenueó.

Â An emerging market force in the US-

Â Its roots are Germany and Denmark, where:

Â Over 100,000 Germans and over 175,000 Danes own part of a wind farm

Â 88% of projects in Germany and 84% of those in Denmark are 
community-owned

Â Equivalent to 5400 MW in Germany and 1900 MW in Denmark
Â Power consumed either on-site or sold to grid (grid-connected)

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Germany 6,161 ~5,400 88% ~100,000

Denmark 2,268 ~1,900 84% ~175,000

Sweden 240 ~30 13% ~15,000

The UK 414 ~3 1% ~2,000

Total 9,083 7,333 81% 292,000
